

















GENERAL SCHOOL INFORMATION

School Structure

The Ark Christian School is a non-profit making organisation with surplus income being
re-invested into the development and improvement of the school.

The Board of Trustees agree the policies of the school by majority vote in accordance
with the school statutes and based on advice received from the education staff. The
members of the Board are barred from receiving any remuneration for their services.

School Environment

The Ark Christian School offers an education to pupils from the age of three to eighteen.
We follow the British National Curriculum from Pre-reception (3 years old) through to
Key Stage 3, year 9 (age 13).

In Years 10 and 11 we offer the core IGCSE's plus one
additional 'choice’ IGCSE. In addition to these studies, the
Child chooses a vocational course, which is studied along side
the IGCSE's. We strive for educational excellence, either
academically or vocationally, with the needs of each individual
child always being our priority.

The pupils are taught by caring, dedicated, qualified
and experienced Christian teachers and assisted
by equally caring and dedicated support staff.

The school follows the British international schools

calendar pattern with 2 months summer break, a 2

week break at Christmas and Easter and a 1 week

break for Semana Blanca and autumn half term. The

school day begins at 9am and concludes at 3pm Staff
(4.00pm for Secondary classes) with parents and

children having access from 8.50am.

Under the statutes of the school class sizes can not exceed 20 pupils allowing each child
a better opportunity for their individual gifting and skills to be, not only recognised, but
nurtured and built upon.



Communication

At The Ark Christian School we understand the importance of good communication
between the school and parents. We understand that by sending your child or children to
our school you are delegating some of the responsibility of teaching and training them.
But we are also aware that the ultimate responsibility still remains with the parents.
Therefore we will endeavour, through regular newsletters, to keep all parents informed of
activities that are taking place.

Details of the homework that your child has been set will be sent through their
communication diary which we expect a parent or guardian to sign to confirm that the
diary has been seen and that the homework has been checked.

If there is a specific problem your child’s tutor will contact you directly to arrange a
mutually convenient time for the matter to be discussed.

We also welcome communication from parents regarding matters they feel may affect
their child’s education or well-being. Good communication will enable all involved in
your child’s education to work effectively as a team, supporting, encouraging and
building your child’s potential and self-esteem. If you wish to speak to a teacher
regarding your child then please make a request via the Communication Book, the
teacher will then reply setting up an appointment.

During the academic year we will endeavour to have regular assemblies involving
Parents.

Parents are expected to take an active interest in their child’s development and are
encouraged to comment on, and discuss, their child’s development with the tutor.

Assessment

Pupils will be assessed continually by their teachers to monitor their overall development
allowing us to quickly identify and begin working on any weaknesses and also to
develop and encourage any strengths.

In addition to this continuous assessment standardised tests will also be undertaken.
This will allow the pupils to become accustomed to tests, therefore reducing the
apprehension experienced when facing examinations. The test results will be reported to
parents via the school reports, allowing the school and parents to monitor the child’s
development throughout the year.

Under the British National Curriculum we expect every pupil to reach a certain level by
the end of each Key Stage. These expectations are detailed below: -

Key Stage 1 (End of year 2) Level 2
Key Stage 2 (End of year 6) Level 4
Key Stage 3 (End of year 9) Level 5/6



Dress code and Uniform

Girls

Make-up must be modest or not worn at all.

Earrings - one pair of small studs may be worn.

No bracelets or chains are to be worn, if worn they will be confiscated and must be
collected and signed for by a parent or guardian at the secretary’s office, this is also the
case with mobile phones.

Long hair should be tied back and no extreme hair dying or shaved heads will be
allowed.

No tattoos or body piercing is allowed.

Skirts are not to be worn too short.

Plain black shoes are to be worn with heels no higher than one inch.

Absenteeism

If a pupil is absent from school a signed note is required from the parent or guardian
giving an explanation for the absence. Absences always lower the quality of education
and can hinder a child’s development therefore, we would strongly suggest that where
possible doctor and dentist appointments are made outside school hours. In addition to
this, holidays during term time are not an excuse for absence from school.

If a child’s attendance is less than 90% in a term, then the parents will be contacted to
discuss the matter and ascertain how, as a team, we can improve attendance.

If a child is absent on the day of an examination a doctor’s certificate will be required.
